Writing time - Changing adverbial phrases to fronted adverbials
Last week, we talked about adverbial phrases.
An adverbial phrase is a group of words that does the same job as an
adverb. Look at the examples below.
Examples:
e He walked down the street with a terrible limp. (how he walks)
e Tom is talking in the dining room. (where he is talking)
e Sally lives around the corner. (where she lives)
e Sam is leaving for the airport in the next hour. (when he is leaving)

We can re-write the sentence so that it starts with the adverbial phrase.
When the adverbial phrase is at the beginning it is called a FRONTED
ADVERBIAL.

EG. Tom is talking in the dining room.

This becomes - In the dining room, Tom is talking. (The adverbial phrase
goes to the beginning of the sentence and is followed by a comma)

WALT: Can I understand the place value of tenths and hundredths?

We are now focusing on decimals. Therefore, today we are looking at the place value of tenths
and hundredths. It is important to know that these numbers are smaller than one whole, they
are a part of a whole like fractions.

Tenths are the first decimal place after the decimal point for example - 0.1

Hundredths are the second decimal place after the decimal point for example - 0.01
