4b. The Storming of The Bastille

In 1789 France was a difhicult place to live
if you were poor. The very rich people were called
nobles - they were friends with the King and
Queen, lived in castles or palaces and had lots of
servants to do their work for them. They didn’t pay
any taxes. Everyone else, like the bakers, the
merchants, the people who made things, had to
pay lots of money in tax. The working people were
angry, especially as it was difficult to get food at
that time. In France there was a famine, which
meant it was hard to find food and simple things
like bread and salt were expensive. Lots of people
were hungry.

Also, the people didn’t like the King and
Queen very much. King Louis XVI (the Sixteenth)
was a weak King who had trouble making decisions.
His wife, Queen Marie Antoinette was also
unpopular because she liked expensive parties and
rich food. She didn’t seem to care about the
normal people of France at all.

The poor people in Paris were sick of the
King so they decided it was time to get rid of him
and have a Parliament instead, so the people could
make some decisions. This form of government is
called democracy because all the people can make
decisions about laws. They wanted to fight against
the King and his army but they didn’t have many
guns, only pitchforks and rakes. They knew that
